Great Britain’s number-one pitcher at European Championship A-Pool in Germany … Led team in 

games pitched (three), innings pitched (17.2), strike-outs (13), and fewest walks allowed (none) … 

Earned win in 6-5 triumph over Russia … Came in to close out 13-7 victory against Sweden. 2003: 

Hit a single against Cypress College in game one of 2nd US try-out Series in California … Threw 4.0 

innings against El Camino College in game two of the series, allowing 2 runs.
