Singled in his first international at-bat
against Menwith Hill at World Friendship Series. 1999: Registered two-hit games against Italy and
Russia at European Championship A-Pool in Italy ... Led team in most defensive chances (31) without
an error ... Threw 2.0 scoreless innings in relief to pick up win against Ireland at London
Tournament. 2000: Pitched 2.0 scoreless innings against Los Angeles Dragons at US try-out series in
the Los Angeles area. 2001: Second on team in batting average (.353) at European Championship A-
Pool in Germany ... Had two hits, including a double, against Sweden ... Had 17 chances without an
error. 2002: Led Great Britain in batting average (.462), on-base average (.533), and slugging
average (.625) in series against Sweden in Great Britain ... Delivered Great Britain’s only hits in
games three and five ... Only Great Britain player to register hits in all four games at Stockholm
International Baseball Series in Sweden. 2003: Reached base safely (base hit, walk, or hit by pitch)
in every game started at European Championship A-Pool in The Netherlands ... Tallied hits against
Russia (two), Italy, and Spain ... Led team and was tied for second in tournament in hit by pitches
(three) ... Connected for two hits against Cypress College in opening game of 2nd US try-out series
in California ... Had Great Britain’s only hit against El Camino College in final game of series. 2004:
Second on team in batting average (.357) and led tournament with most defensive chances (42)
without an error at German Baseball Open in Germany ... Collected hits against Germany (two), US
Athletes (two), and Austria. 2005: Finished fifth in tournament in hit by pitches (three) at
European Championship A-Pool in the Czech Republic ... Had 17 chances without an error at first
base ... Had two hits and two runs batted in against US Athletes and a single against Sweden at
Prague Baseball Week. 2006: Contributed two hits and a run batted in during both games two and
three of friendly series versus Ireland in London ... Also stole a base and scored a run in game two.
