BIOGRAPHICAL NOTES 

1992: As a pitcher, earned wins against Slovenia and San Marino and, as a hitter, connected for a 

home run (versus San Marino), registered three runs batted in, and scored 5 runs at European 

Championship B-Pool in Germany. 1993: Struck out eight and gave up only six hits in an 8.0-inning 

complete-game win against Slovenia at La Rochelle Atlantic Tournament. 1994: Key contributor 

with both his bat and his arm at European Championship B-Pool, winning Great Britain’s opening 

game against Bulgaria, while leading all hitters at the tournament with six home runs, setting a 



record for a European Championship Event ... Also finished fourth in slugging average … Combined 

with Gavin Marshall for a four-hitter in 18-3 victory over Moldova at La Rochelle Atlantic 

Tournament. 1996: Received award for best win-loss record at European Championship B-Pool in 

Great Britain … Pitched a complete game to capture the win in finals versus the Czech Republic … 

Allowed only 3 earned runs against tough Czech squad.
